TYPE OF MEDICATIONS (12)

Persons report now taking at least once a week:

Sedatives or sleeping medicines such as Valium, Dalmane, Librium, Xanax, Ativan, Halcion, chloral hydrate (Q6a=2); or 

tranquilizers such as Thorazine, Mellaril, Haldol (Q6b=2); or

narcotic medications such as Darvon, Demerol, codeine, morphine, Percocet, Vicodin (Q6c=2); 

nitrates such as Isordil, Nitropatch (Q8e=2); or 

Coumadin (warfarin) (Q8g=2); or

seizure medicines such as Dilantin, phenobarbital, or Tegretol (Q8h=2); or 

depression medicines such as Elavil (amitriptyline), Pamelor (nortriptyline), Paxil, Prozac, Zoloft (Q8i=2); or 

Tylenol PM , Benadryl, Chlor-trimeton or other nonpresciption antihistamines (Q8j=2);
