Description:  

The Shelter House is a non-profit organization in Southeast Iowa that provides shelter and 

supportive services to the homeless.  We recognize that our clients have greatly reduced access 

to health care services.  One of our goals is to improve this shortcoming through our own 

services as well as appropriate referral to various community health resources.  We have recently 

moved into a new facility that has allowed us to expand our capacity and also offer a Nursing 

Clinic, staffed three days a week by volunteers from the University of Iowa College of Nursing.  

We would appreciate the help of an intern to help us further integrate and fully utilize the 

Nursing Clinic services.  Other potential projects could involve smoking cessation efforts for 

clients and improved recognition of and medication adherence for clients’ psychiatric illnesses.
